Authors must specify that they have
obtained approval from the ethics committee together with the
name of the institution, issue date and number in Methods sec-
tion of the main document.

In papers reporting the results of experimental studies, after ex-
plaining all procedures that volunteer subjects and patients un-
derwent in detail, a statement must be included in the text indi-
cating that all subjects provided consent for the study.

After submission, manuscripts are primarily evaluated for the
alignment with the instructions of the journal. During this pro-
cess, incomplete parts are determined and contacted with the
author. After preliminary correction and completing technical
deficiencies, manuscripts are taken under review. Manuscript
is reviewed for possible plagiarism and replicated publication
during this process.

After passing the preliminary evaluation of the editors, manu-
scripts are sent to at least two consultants for independent re-
view. Consultants are selected among independent experts with
international publications and rarely among the members of the
editorial board, when needed. In addition to review by consul-
tants, research articles, systematic reviews and meta-analyses are
evaluated by a statistician and necessary revisions are made. All
manuscripts are also checked for the grammar rules of Turkish
and English languages.

Authors are deemed to have accepted that required editions are
to be made by the journal during the evaluation process and be-
fore publication provided that this will not make a comprehensive
change in the main document.

If the author requests the manuscript to be withdrawn for any
reason that is not accepted by the journal while it is still under
evaluation, the process will be concluded as “rejection”. Further-
more, manuscripts of authors not responding timely are also re-
jected.

Name, postal address, e-mail address, and phone and fax
numbers of the corresponding author must be included. Name,
date and place of the meeting must be specified if the study has
been previously presented at a meeting. Title, abstract (structured
abstract containing following subheadings: Objective, Methods,
Results and Conclusion) and keywords must be included in the
main text document. Abstract should not exceed 250 words and
should not contain less than 200 words. Keywords must conform

to Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) terms prepared by Na-
tional Library of Medicine (NLM) and contain minimum 3 and
maximum 6 items. Main text must contain the following sections:
Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion, Refer-
ences, Tables, Figures, Images, Statement of Conflict of Interest,
Statement of Financial Support, Author Contributions and, if
available, Acknowledgements, and must be limited to 5000 words
excluding references and titles. References should not exceed 30.

Statistical analyses must be conducted in accordance with the
international statistical reporting standards. Statistical software
must certainly be specified. Data must be presented as mean:-
standard deviation when parametric tests are used to compare
continuous variables. Data must be expressed as median (mini-
mum-maximum) and median (25th and 75th percentiles) when
non-parametric tests are used. In advanced and complicated sta-
tistical analyses, relative risk (RR), odds ratio (OR) and hazard
ratio (HR) must be supported by confidence intervals (CI) and
p values. Statistical analyses must be explained in methods sec-
tion under a separate subheading and statistical software must be
specified.

Review: Reviews are prepared by authors who are specialized on a
particular field and who have higher number of publications and
citations in the international literature. The knowledge should
emphasize and discuss current position and should guide future
studies in order to have implications in the clinical practice. The
manuscript contains title, unstructured abstract not exceeding
250 words, minimum 3 and maximum 6 keywords which con-
form to Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) terms prepared by
National Library of Medicine (NLM), main text divided into
sub-headings (Introduction, Clinical and Research Outcomes,
Conclusion sections are mandatory) according to the subject
discussed, References, Tables, Figures and Images. Full text must
contain maximum 5000 words (excluding references and titles)
and references must be limited to 30.

Case Report: Reports on rare cases or conditions that constitute
challenges in the diagnosis and treatment, those offering new
therapies or revealing knowledge not included in the books, and
interesting and educative case reports are accepted for publication.
The manuscript contains title, unstructured abstract not exceed-
ing 250 words, minimum 3 and maximum 6 keywords which
conform to Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) terms prepared
by National Library of Medicine (NLM), main text (Introduc-
tion, Case Report, Discussion, Conclusion, References, Tables,
Figures and Images) and must not exceed 700 words. References
must be limited to 10.

Letter to the Editor: Articles on manuscripts previously pub-
lished in the journal or on the subjects within the scope of the
journal that might attract the readers attention can be submitted
in the form of “Letter to the Editor”. Readers or reviewers may



present their comments on the published manuscripts in the form
of Letter to the Editor. Letter to the Editor does not contain ab-
stract, keywords, table, figure or other images. Full text must not
contain sub-headings and must not exceed 500 words; referenc-
es must be limited to 5. If the letter is concerning a previously
published manuscript, volume, year, issue, page numbers, title and
names of the authors must be clearly specified and addressed.

Names of the corresponding author and other authors, affilia-
tions, and other information on the study centers must not be in-
cluded in any part of the manuscript or images. Such information
must be uploaded to the relevant section (title page) of the online
manuscript submission system.

Tables, figures, graphs and other images must be numbered in
order of citation within the text and must not disclose the names
of the patients, doctors or institutions. Tables must be prepared in
a word document using “Insert Table” command and be insert-
ed at the end of the references section. Tables must not be sent
in JPEG, TIFF or other visual formats. In microscopic images,
magnification and staining techniques must be specified in ad-
dition to the figure caption. All images must be high resolution
with minimum 300 dpi. Lines in the graphs must be in adequate
thickness. Therefore, loss of details would be minimal if reduction
is needed during press. Width must be 9 cm or 18 cm. Gray color
should be avoided. Abbreviations must be explained in alphabet-
ical order at the bottom. Roman numerals should be avoided in
the Table and Figure captions or in citing them in the text. Dec-
imals in the text, tables and figures must be indicated by points.
Particularly, tables should be explanatory for the text and should
not duplicate the data given in the text.

Pharmaceuticals should be specified with their generic names, and
medical equipment and devices should be identified with brand
name and name, city and country information of the company.

Reference

References should be numbered in the order cited in the text.
Only published data or manuscripts accepted for publication
and recent data as far as possible should be included. Authors are
responsible for the accuracy of the references. Inaccessible data
sources and those not indexed in any database should be omitted.
Titles of journals should be abbreviated in accordance with In-
dex Medicus-NLM Style (Patrias K. Citing medicine: the NLM
style guide for authors, editors, and publishers [Internet]. 2nd
ed. Wendling DL, technical editor. Bethesda (MD): National
Library of Medicine (US); 2007 - [updated 2011 Sep 15; cited
Year Month Day] (http://www.nlm.nih.gov/citingmedicine).

Here we come with the first issue in 2013 and new image of the oldest periodical of the Turkish Otorhinolaryngology Head and
Neck Surgery Society, namely the Turkish Archives of Otolaryngology.

Innovations
After reorganization of our journal within the last 6 months, significant formal and contextual changes have been made. Feedback
that we will receive from you about these changes will motivate us and help to direct our efforts for the better.

In today’s world with intense internet usage, we hope you would like the changes we made in the appearance of our web page that
incorporate easy access to online journal, online manuscript submission and review system, and Quick Response (QR) code application
that allows easy and direct access to full text articles. All these changes aim to accelerate review and publication process of the articles.

Our purpose

Together with the geometric growth of scientific knowledge, scientists working on a particular subject are not likely to be aware of
a similar content contained in periodical publications not included in the national or international indexes. Scientific research finds
it value only if they make contribution to our fund of knowledge and if their results are used, in other words “cited” by the other
scientists. Turkish Medical Index has been created to serve this purpose. First goal of the Turkish Archives of Otolaryngology is to
be included in the Turkish Medical Index to honor our efforts as they deserve. Our next goal is to make our journal internationally
accepted, qualified, enduring and genuine periodical followed by all ENT doctors.

Although we have high-potential research groups who bring us honor with their studies published in internationally reputable
journals and with their presentations in significant scientific meetings, we unfortunately do not have sufficient number of ENT
journals indexed by Science Citation Index Expanded or PubMed/MEDLINE.

Our purpose is not to make it only “a good ENT journal”but also to have it accepted by international authorities. We consider achieving
this target in the shortest time possible by more investigators having their best studies submitted in the Archives of Otolaryngology.

The content of the journal

The Turkish Archives of Otolaryngology will contain all sort of knowledge that is contentful, valuable, high level, original and
open to scientific contribution. Studies predominating experimental research which questions the basic knowledge of ENT
practice will be prioritized in the Turkish Archives of Otolaryngology.

Letter to the Editor section will be an important part in the Turkish Archives of Otolaryngology. Letters aim to retrieve the
experience and critics of ENT community on a particular subject. These letters will contain the comments on the subject made by
independent reviewers approving the manuscript for publication and not by the authors. Therefore, manuscripts will be submitted
to the discretion of author, readers and reviewers without any prejudice.

Furthermore, review articles prepared by the experts will allow us to review our practice in each issue and add new knowledge to
our repertoire.

Execution

Unbiased, unemotional, ultimately scientific contribution with pure scientific accuracy will constitute the origin of the management
of the journal. Editorial Board of the journal will value honor above earnings of all kinds. The management of the journal will take
into account all colleagues across the Turkey and not only a particular group, city or faculty, and will serve as a publication organ
of the Turkish Otorhinolaryngology Head and Neck Surgery Society.

Although using good Turkish is the most important advantage, encouraging submission of English papers will enrich the content and
will also facilitate their acceptability by international indexes. Unbiased, qualified, experienced, diligent, ready reviewers who are prone to
research-criticism and who make accurate judgments are of pivotal importance elements in the execution of the journal.

Another important issue is rapid finalization of the reviewer reports and arrangement of the papers in order for publication. With
the best estimation, evaluation of the papers is not finalized before a month both in national and international journals. Workload
of the reviewers, lack of enthusiasm, and most importantly hypercriticism cause delays in finalization of the evaluation process.
Returning reviewer evaluation reports to the authors will be reassuring for the investigators.

In conclusion;
As the Editorial Board, we expect from the community of ENT to support our journal more than ever. Yet, the success coming
after this support will belong to all of us.

yonlendirmemize yardimei olacaktur.

Internetin yogun olarak kullanildigi giiniimiizde, dergimize kolay erigimi saglayacak web sayfasi, online makale kabul ve
degerlendirme sistemi ve makalelerin “full text”lerine hizli ve kolay erisim saglayan karekod (Quick Response) uygulamasini da
kapsayan gorsel format degisikliini begeneceginizi umariz. Bu degisikliklerin hepsi makalelerin daha hizli degerlendirilmesi ve
yayinlanmasina olanak saglamak icin yapilmugtr.

Amacimiz

Bilimsel bilgi birikiminin geometrik hizla arttifi glinimizde, yurt i¢i ve yurt dis1 indekslerde taranmayan dergilerde yer alan
yayinlarin iceriginden, benzer konularda caligan bagka bilim adamlarinin haberdar olabilmesi mimkiin degildir.
