All those designated as authors should meet all four criteria for
authorship, and all who meet the four criteria should be identi-
fied as authors. Those who do not meet all four criteria should be
acknowledged in the title page of the manuscript.

Authors are required to prepare manuscripts in accor-
dance with the CONSORT guidelines for randomized research
studies, STROBE guidelines for observational original research
studies, STARD guidelines for studies on diagnostic accuracy,
PRISMA guidelines for systematic reviews and meta-analy-
sis, ARRIVE guidelines for experimental animal studies, and
TREND guidelines for non-randomized public behavior.

Submitting a Turkish abstract is not compulsory for inter-
national authors. The abstract of Original Articles should be struc-
tured with subheadings (Objective, Methods, Results, and Conclu-

sion). Please check Table 1 below for word count specifications.

Keywords: Each submission must be accompanied by a mini-
mum of three to a maximum of six keywords for subject indexing
at the end of the abstract. The keywords should be listed in full
without abbreviations. The keywords should be selected from
the National Library of Medicine, Medical Subject Headings
database (https://www.nlm.nih.gov/mesh/MBrowser.html).

Manuscript Types

Original Articles: This is the most important type of article since
it provides new information based on original research. The main
text of original articles should be structured with Introduction,
Methods, Results, Discussion, and Conclusion subheadings.
Please check Table 1 for the limitations for Original Articles.

Statistical analysis to support conclusions is usually necessary.
Statistical analyses must be conducted in accordance with inter-
national statistical reporting standards (Altman DG, Gore SM,
Gardner MJ, Pocock SJ. Statistical guidelines for contributors to
medical journals. Br Med J 1983: 7; 1489-93). Information on
statistical analyses should be provided with a separate subhead-



ing under the Materials and Methods section and the statistical
software that was used during the process must be specified.

Units should be prepared in accordance with the International
System of Units (SI).

Editorial Comments: Editorial comments aim to provide a
brief critical commentary by reviewers with expertise or with
high reputation in the topic of the research article published in
the journal. Authors are selected and invited by the journal to
provide such comments. Abstract, Keywords, and Tables, Fig-
ures, Images, and other media are not included.

Review Articles: Reviews prepared by authors who have extensive
knowledge on a particular field and whose scientific background
has been translated into a high volume of publications with a high
citation potential are welcomed. These authors may even be invited
by the journal. Reviews should describe, discuss, and evaluate the
current level of knowledge of a topic in clinical practice and should
guide future studies. The main text should contain Introduction,
Clinical and Research Consequences, and Conclusion sections.

Please check Table 1 for the limitations for Review Articles.

Case Reports: There is limited space for case reports in the
journal and reports on rare cases or conditions that constitute
challenges in diagnosis and treatment, those offering new ther-
apies or revealing knowledge not included in the literature, and
interesting and educative case reports are accepted for publica-
tion. The text should include Introduction, Case Presentation,
Discussion, and Conclusion subheadings. Please check Table 1
for the limitations for Case Reports.

Letters to the Editor: This type of manuscript discusses im-
portant parts, overlooked aspects, or lacking parts of a previ-
ously published article. Articles on subjects within the scope of
the journal that might attract the readers’ attention, particularly
educative cases, may also be submitted in the form of a “Letter
to the Editor.” Readers can also present their comments on the
published manuscripts in the form of a “Letter to the Editor.”
Abstract, Keywords, and Tables, Figures, Images, and other me-
dia should not be included. The text should be unstructured. The
manuscript that is being commented on must be properly cited
within this manuscript.

Clinical Images: This type of submissions should present a

striking image that may challenge and inform readers and con-

tribute to their education. Submissions can include high quality
clinical images, radiology results or surgical images. Abstract,
Keywords and Tables should not be included.

Tables

Tables should be included in the main document, presented
after the reference list, and they should be numbered consec-
utively in the order they are referred to within the main text.
A descriptive title must be placed above the tables. Abbrevia-
tions used in the tables should be defined below the tables by
footnotes (even if they are defined within the main text). Tables
should be created using the “insert table” command of the word
processing software and they should be arranged clearly to pro-
vide easy reading. Data presented in the tables should not be a
repetition of the data presented within the main text but should
be supporting the main text.

Figures and Figure Legends

Figures, graphics, and photographs should be submitted as sepa-
rate files (in TIFF or JPEG format) through the submission sys-
tem. The files should not be embedded in a Word document or
the main document. When there are figure subunits, the subunits
should not be merged to form a single image. Each subunit should
be submitted separately through the submission system. Images
should not be labeled (a, b, ¢, etc.) to indicate figure subunits. Thick
and thin arrows, arrowheads, stars, asterisks, and similar marks can
be used on the images to support figure legends.

Our efforts as the TAO, which is the official publication of our national society, continues to contribute to the development of scientific
writing and publishing in our branch. With the support of our society, we conducted “The Future of Turkish Otorhinolaryngology
Publishing” workshop in our national congress of 2016 and “Scientific Paper Writing” course in 2017 national congress. We will organize
a session entitled "Ask the Editor" at our 40th national congress with the courage of broad participation in the previous meetings. We
are expecting the participation of all authors in this session, where there will be our invaluable national journal editors. We recommend
you not to miss this session where you will have the chance to ask all the questions you may have about preparation of publications and
journal policies and to learn many important tips. On the other hand, we will present certificates and awards to the authors of the top
three original research articles and to the three exemplary reviewers in our 40th national congress.

We would like to thank our national society, because of financial and moral support not only for the publication of TAO, but also for the
activities mentinod above, the authors who send their valuable scientific papers to our journal, our reviewers who are unsung heroes, our
dear readers and finally our successful publishing house. Working together, we believe that TAO will be a more successful scientific journal
in the next few years.
